Фрагмент урока №2. Данный урок направлен на развитие навыков устной и письменной речи учащихся 10 класса  по теме “Films”.  Урок рассчитан на 2 спаренных занятия: 1-я часть – для устного общения, 2-я – на развитие письменных навыков.
FILMS

2. Which way of watching films do you prefer and why?

(Students work in pairs. The teacher goes around the class listening to pupils’ answers and corrects if necessary)

7. The next task you are to do is to write a short letter  to your friend about  one of your favourite films. Revising present and past tenses in describing past events will help you to write correctly.
The present tense:

To be – is, are

The past tense:

To be –was, were

Past Simple, positive sentence: The verb in is used in the 2-nd form 

Past Simple, negative sentence: didn’t + verb1.
